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This experience has been beneficial to 
not only the kids, but the players as 
well.  The players have found a new 
way to demonstrate their leadership 
skills and the kids have learned          
first-hand the importance hard work and 
commitment will play in their life. 

In addition to our partnership with EMU, 
BBBS is in the process of forging a new 
partnership with Ann  Arbor’s Concordia 
University.  Just like this partnership we 
are looking for great things to come 
from this relationship. We anticipate this 
new partnership will bring us 100 new 
School Based matches.    

Many of you may know that BBBS 
Washtenaw offers two distinctly different 
mentoring programs - our School Based 
and our Community Based program.   

For our School Based program, Bigs 
participating in the  program travel to 
their Little’s  elementary school for an 
hour each week during the school 
year.  Our Bigs spend quality time with 
their   Little, either eating lunch, playing 
a game, making crafts - but most      
importantly listening to their Little and 
making them feel special. They      
continue to build their relationship even 
during the summer months – by   
keeping in touch through e-mail,     
letters, post cards or phone calls.   
Currently the Ann Arbor Public Schools 
and the Lincoln Consolidated School 
districts are part of the program.   

The program you probably have heard 
the most about is our Community 
Based program.  Bigs participating in 
this program spend a couple of hours 

each week or every other week,     
depending on schedules, with their 
Little developing a relationship and 
really getting to know one another.  
What you spend time doing is up to 
you and your Little.  Whether you are 
into sports or music or cultural outlets 
– the most important part is spending 
quality time with your Little and making 
them feel special.    

In order to continue to meet the need 
in the community, BBBS also has a 
critical need - financial support.  In 
order to continue to meet the demand 
we need your help financially.

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When Palmer  was five years old, his 
older sister was matched with a Big  
Sister.  They got together every two 
weeks, and Palmer watched longingly 
as his sister got to leave and        
experience fun new things with her 
mentor.  When Palmer was 7 years 
old, his mom signed him up for a Big 
Brother of his very own. 
 
As a single mother, Palmer’s mom 
hoped to give her son a positive male 
role model who could provide him 
with one on one attention.  She also 
strongly prefers that her son’s mentor 
be African American, like Palmer. 
 
Palmer is a pretty typical kid.  He 

lives in Ann Arbor and is smart, 
funny, and active.  He loves to play 
tag and race with his friends, play 
video games, and watch movies.  He 
loves all sports, but  football is his 
favorite; he aspires to be a football 
player when he grows up.  Palmer 
feels that he is special because he is 
a good dancer, and he can stand on 
his head! 
 
Palmer’s sister is still matched; it has 
been over 4 years now, and their 
relationship is going strong.  Palmer 
is now 9 years old and he is still  
eagerly waiting for his African   
American Big Brother to come along. 
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Once again three local Arby’s Restaurants 
in Washtenaw County participated in the 
national promotion sponsored by the 
Arby’s Corporation which helped us to help 
kids.  This special promotion ran between 
May 3 and June 13.  Generally this       
promotion raises over $2,000 annually for 
BBBS.  
 
The Arby’s Corporation decision to partner 

with BBBS was because they wanted to 
make positive changes for the kids of our 
community.   
 
When customers visited one of the local 
Arby’s  they were asked to add $1 to the 
order to support BBBS of Washtenaw 
County. As a thank you for their support 
customers receive a $1 off coupon for a 
Roast Beef or Beef N' Cheddar combo 
on their next visit.  
 
This promotion was a really easy way to 
help BBBS help the children in our   
community, stated John Gray, Sr. Vice     
President of Corporate Communications 
and Public Relations, Arby’s Restaurant 
Group, Inc. He went on to say, “while 
people think of Big Brothers Big Sisters 
as a volunteer organization, it is also a 
nonprofit charity that depends on       
donations to make more matches.”

Reggie has gained a lot from his 
time with Glenn.  His grandma, 
Vickie, reports that he has become 
more responsible, has matured a 
lot, and is learning to stand up for 
himself more.  Every Tuesday he 
reminds his grandparents that the 
next day is Wednesday, the day he 
will be seeing Glenn.  Vickie said 
that “for Reggie the only day of the 
week is Wednesday because that 
is when he spends time with 
Glenn!”
